This article identifies the challenges that the Brazilian’s face in terms of saving their forest, or meeting the demands of consumers and boosting their economy.  Although exports can be met in other ways such as the exports of beef, many of the farms are on traditional rainforest lands, which are often illegally occupied rather than bought.  It has come to the point where deforestation is rising even when growth is weak.  Their exports has saved economic disaster and reduced the economy’s dependence on unreliable foreign capital, but they are not taking a sustainable outlook, which the government needs to take a strong stance on the long-term environmental benefits of reducing deforestation.  The environment ministry has placed ‘ecological-economic zoning”, which is a start to preserving certain areas, but monitoring needs to take place to ensure this policy is effective.  


This article is insightful as it can act as a point of reference to the Wakatobi National Park, about how their economy needs to be differentiated and cannot solely rely on fish farming, that will eventually lead to the destruction of their marine environment.  This article also shows how they are taking steps towards zoning areas and coming up with ways to benefit the economy while maintaining the environment.

As China has is a huge part of the world’s economy this article outlines the pressure for their companies to improve their environmental records from their foreign business partners.  This is in part because of voice of stakeholders such as Grass Roots groups, who will hold them as socially irresponsible and bad corporate citizens.  Council who are trying to development sustainable development want a forum in which they can share environmental best pratices while exerting a bit of peer pressure.  This would also act as a way of raising awareness, as few factory managers know much about treating emission or recycling waste.  The environmental initiatives and industrial ecology will also improve efficiency and in turn help their economy.    


Although a different context, the Chinese new outlook on sustainable development within their companies can be a model for the Wakatobi National Park.  At current, many of the locals are unaware of the environmental damage that they are causing, and the idea of a forum to raise awareness should be implemented on their island.  If they learn about new ways to improve their practices, eliminate waste and improve efficiency, they will most likely adopt as they want to benefit their economy.  They will also have a greater understanding, on the importance of preserving their environment particularily, if tourism is going to be developed as a way of differentiating their economy.

Due to European settlement in both Australia and United States, it has upset the balance between people and nature in both lands.  The Westernized lifestyle has led to crises of rapidly depleting natural resources and now in some areas are turning to traditional knowledge for ideas on land management.  It is important to understand if the Wakatobi National Park does become developed by Westerners to maintain a strong sense of traditional knowledge and culture.  

Before European Invasion, knowledge was passed on in Aboriginal families from generation to generation to ensure sustainable yields.  This has now been threatened because of assimiliation policies that have forced them to change their language, culture and access to traditional resources.  Global industrialization in Australia and United States has also caused many implications to resource conservation.  The depletion of fishstock is one area of concern, and can be a model to the locals in Wakatobi of the aftermath of unsustainable fishing methods.  These two cases show how the Wakatobi cannot exploit their resources, but rather, need to come up with a sustainable balance between consumptive uses and conservation of natural resources.

This has led to many implications such as; suppressed insects, weeds, and diseases, high chemical inputs, agricultural waste, soil depletion and erosion

 
With current trends set forth by globalization, industrial farming could be a potential problem in the future for theWakatobi National Park, if the island increases in development.  Although low-cost food can be produced there are a variety of economic, environmental and social problems from this form of farming.  Direct problems from industrial farming include the loss of crop, wild plant and animal genetic resources, elimination of natural enemies of pests and destruction of natural control mechanisms.

This will negate the existence of economies of scale in agriculture and be a set back to the small-scale farms.  This article is insightful to look at as Sulawesi has great potential to develop in areas of agriculture such as corn, soybean and sugarcane plantations.  Therefore it is important to understand the implications it can lead to as well as the shift that could occur from the traditional and cultural forms of farming.  Maintaining their traditional ways of farming with the exception of the fish farming methods would be a more sustainable way of securing self-sufficiency, preserving natural resources as well as social and economic viability

The government in these countries can benchmark from other’s practices such as Phnom Penh and the Phillippines, demonstrate partnership-based approaches on positive future-planning.  Countries are starting to do community led initiatives and are cooperating with local partners to help solve problems.  Therefore a large span of ideas can be implemented from the local to global level.  

The Wakatobi National Park will not ever succumb to this form of urban development, as it is important to conserve the national park. This article evaluates the effectiveness of voluntary programs in promoting higher environmental performance with the case of the Sustaianble Slopes Program in western United States between 2001 and 2005.  This study found no evidence from a five-year analysis to decide the ski areas require an independent third-party monitoring of it’s environmental practices.  This study is limited, as you cannot generalize that all voluntary programs involved in tourism operations are not effective in the conservation and improving environmental performance.  The environment is at very different extremes than the Wakatobi National Park which also makes this case limited in comparison.  It is up to debate whether the researchers of Operation Wallacea are improving the environment and benefiting the community or creating social problems of the Westerner’s vs. Nonwesterners whilst doing their research at the Wakatobi National Park.  A third party volunteer group may be very useful in certain situations to help raise awareness to locals about conservation management, expansion management and wildlife and habitat management.

This article encompasses watershed management and sustaining clean drinking water from the associated risks.  The article shows how the governments policies ensure careful consideration of stakeholder’s interests as well as the basis of scientific understanding of health and environmental risks.  The emphasis of a balance of short and long-term policies also plays a strong role in the policies, which is very important.  In particular British Columbia plans to attain these goals by an on-going process which encorporates public participation into the development of policies.  Other strong components in the policy are regulatory, market and incentive-based, information provision and the impacts of sustainability of both water quantity and quality.

This article is relevant to conservation projects at the Wakatobi National Park as it touches on watershed programmes designed to minimise the risks from transportation (especially spills), residential issues such as sewage, agriculture, recreational and natural sources.  At current there are issues there particularily pertaining to residential issues and these will only grow in scope if tourism development takes place.  Therefore a clear understanding of the risk of water quality, treatment and distribution should be understood by the locals and operators, so that locals do not have to deal with the environmental and health consequences from poor watershed management.

This article is based on a case study near Sharm-el-Sheikh in Egypt, on how coral growth affected by trampling and the carrying capacity of reefs for tourism.  This research was conducted by comparing two research sites; one that was heavily trampled and the other was a little trampled control area.  This study suggested that trampling did not alter abundances of different coral morphologies.  This article also stated that testing at the Great barrier reef showed that 2 months later, the coral had nearly 100% survived the damage, although the tissue repair may have otherwise gone to other forms of growth and development.  This study did show concern as the growth rate of 2-3 species had decreased and the life expectancy of broken colonies could have been altered.  Although

this study showed no significant differences in trampled and untrampled areas in terms of fragmentation.


Therefore, nature-based tourism, ecotourism and research based tourism may be able to have potential at the Wakatobi National Park, although it is imperative guides raise awareness to tourists about the potential damage they could cause and how to snorkel responsibly.  If snorkellers float face down they will cause little damage and it must be ensured they do not stand up, avoid their fins kicking the coral and to not collect coral as it is an offensive to steal from a national park area.  Therefore this article is good for management purposes how to maintain the coral and minimize biological effects whilst having tourists

This article is very insightful in comparison to eco-tourism at Wakatobi National Park because it highlights how conservation can minimize people-park conflict at the Masoala National Park, Madagascar and in turn provide local benefits.  As this park is more developed than the Wakatobi, it has shown the potential for generating foreign exchange and the economic benefits to this remote area.  This article is also insightful as it emphasizes the importance of eco-tourism being kept in small numbers as the appeal to the destination are the qualities of seclusion, beauty and charm.  This is of major importance to the Wakatobi National Park as getting to the location entails a local flight and a 2-day ship adventure, which stresses the need to maintain this ideal of remoteness.

  Another important issue drawn out from this article was how eco-tourism cannot solely proved conservation benefits to all residents of a protected area region and therefore a combination of other natural resource protection strategies such as export of farming goods needs to occur.  At current, the Wakatobi National Park only has research tourists for three months of the year and are also affected by unpredictable weather which may affect a tourist decision to come and therefore need to continue farming and adopt alternative ways of differentiating their economy.  Therefore, using the Masoala National Park as a learning model can be useful because the parks share similiarities such as difficult to access, a challenging climate and past political issues. 


This article is also important to train park guides of awareness raising and conservation functions such as map reading, first aid, flora and fauna and the customs of other cultures so cross-cultural conflicts are less likely to occur.  This is not only important to local participants but tourists alike, as they both are stakeholders and impact the ability for a protected area to meet its objectives.

This article outlines community-based management at the Nyungwe Forest that encompasses local people in resource management by incorporating their ideas, experiences, values, and capabilities and sharing the benefits of management.  From this locals can generate a sense of ownership and pride as well as draw in income.  This study uses a SWOT analysis to measure the strength, weaknesses, opportunities and threats of their management tool, which would also be an important tool to manage sustainability at the Wakatobi National Park.  A community-based approach is very important to this forest reserve as it faces the issue of highly endangered owl-faced monkeys, so cooperation is deemed as very important to conserve biological processes.  This article is a positive case study that shows the benefits of having locals actively engaged in law enforcement, conservation education to local communities, eco-tourism, professional training, and scientific research.

This article is very important if not essential for a research based volunteer who is undertaking fieldwork in a developing country, particularily those who are volunteering for Operation Wallacea in Indonesia.  As it defines and explains the relatively new phenomena of research eco-tourism and if done effectively the positive nature of the socio-cultural impacts that can be perceived by the host communities as well as the economic benefits.  To illustrate this point, they use the situation of Operation Wallacea’s research based tourism to prove this point.  The aim of the volunteer work is to meet longer-term conservation objectives whilst offering fieldwork for university students to do their dissertation projects.  The researchers who studying the cultural impact conducted surveys on Kaledupan villages to gather information on the perceived impacts of the presence of Operation Wallacea on the local economy and culture.  Fortunately it was one of acceptance and enthusiasm, as it allows them to feel a sense of pride in their region, although the scientific rationale for this was not commonly recognized.  There was a particular sense of excitement from the children as they recognized the opportunity to improve their English and the opportunity for sporting activities.  As maintaining cultural values is highly important to the locals, some members of the women’s group in one of the villages were a little worried about the children wanting to copy Westerners clothing which is intolerable in their culture.  There was also a bit of concern over the younger generation witnessing conduct between sexes which is inappropriate to their local norms as well as the consumption of alcohol among Westerners.  Operation Wallacea has taken the precautions to warn participants about this via their website and emails although this article is can help a Western tourist have a better understanding of the local culture standards.


In an economic sense, the locals were aware of the income-generating opportunities, although the benefits are limited as they are dependent upon the possession of capital or personal attributes such as English skills.  Consideration of training programs may be a future consideration for the volunteers.  Handicrafts and food have also allowed a variety of community members to participate such as the elderly and the women.  The economy must be cooperative to ensure that rivalry between the villages does not occur and cause economic disempowerment within host communities.  


This article recognizes the long-term prospect of this form of research based tourism as it is less vulnerable to external political influences than other forms of eco-tourism which typically involving older individuals who require more comfortable, westernized destinations.

Bantimurung in South Sulawesi was found to be popular with the domestic population.
