2. –started in kendari, a private teacher for English so I would work there , just come here for operation wallacea

3. yea because they paid me and the pay is higher then what I would get in kendari

4. in terms of problems, yes, because people on kaledupa have equal income and get benefits from op wall, other villages do not get direct benefits. Why just ambuea should be other villages as well

5. yes money and go back to your village

6. yes.

if you don’t have equal benefits, there will be social jealousy. Conflict right now. No problemsright now but should keep it in mind

7. yes. Because people in kaledupa are realizing that the coral is the good part of the reefs and why people want to come there.  Think the main reason is the coral not the culture.  But also have a culture, and people will find it really interesting.

Thianks should  also work with the culture as that’s another way of having tourism

8. bajo and kaledupands only have interaction with trade, because people in kaledupa think bajo is the second class and the new comers.  Little interaction with each other.  Some farmers  in kaledupa, think bajo are cutting seaweed, so they are suspect

-do not trust the bajo communities , wouldn’t borrow money from bajo

9. im not really sure, in terms of capacity for locals right now, capacity not very good, they still need operation wallacea here for help

probe- if training programs and English were offered , thinks there are capable on own

10. yes.  Nowadays only focus on culture for a few days only.  Get students more involved with culture.  Discussion about the culture briefly.

Probe- How do you tink they could get more involved with culture? 

-normally only focus on fisheries, only a few do tourism, and it’s the homestay itsef, think culture is a point to come to kaledupa, give understanding – locals give understanding of culture

1) 1st year here

2) Teach in a course, “Me and my friends have a poroject, community learning on Kendari.

3) Not big.  “Misunderstanding between us, tourists and village people.  In their mind they think something from outside can give a bad effect on community.  The translator has a duty to understand its their problem also, and its very different from what their used to.  Progress over the years.
Probe: Can you give an example?

-The dress is not like them.  They have a different way of thinking so they don’t understand.  The chief undersdtands and tells others how to behave.

4) Giggle.  “In my family my father is happy, mother thought there’d be big waves and was scared of that.  I had to explain how it would give me money and help the community and they support my decision.

5) Yes, why not.
6) Yes, why not.  As long as they don’t hit them and bestroy.  If they can look and see, how the life is, is better then just fish farming.
7) Yes.  There is no big conflict.  They never disturb each other and communicate in a polite manner with each other.

9) Maybe more focus to traditional and cultural like the dance.  It’s very short, more exploring into it.

10) Clothes.  People are really concerned about this and their daughters.

11)   First time working here.  I like it very much.  Wanted to see Westerners as a kid, I would watch movies, tv, so it’s like a dream come true.  I want to cry. (Giggle)  

Third interview with translator: 

La Mido

1. 4 years.  One year in labundo- bundo village.  3 years in kaledupa

2. Off season- I am a teacher in Bau Bau, teaching a course with NGO
Probe: What is the course with the NGO about?

-students teaching English

3. In my opinion there isn’t a problem

Probe: What about in the future? 

No.

4. Yes.  Really happy because I had been working when I was in college. So they are very happy because I can pay my tuition with the work from Operation Wallacea 

5. Yes. 
Probe: why?

-All of the villages in Kaledupa because all the students must find out the data or information in all the villages or the districts.

6. Yes.  I really believe that it can conserve the reefs

Probe: why?

-because with the diving, the diver have understanding of the importance of the reef in the sea, and the diver should know that the reef must be protected because the reef is the habitat for all the fishes in the sea..  If it break or crumbles it will decrease gradually.  With the lack of species it will impact the society especially around Kaledupa and Bajo.  Both of them are really depedenet on the fistheries.

7. Yes. I think so.  Between Bajo and Kaledupa must work together to defend for the coral reefs especially because of the conservation issue.

8. Yes. I think so.  The local people should work with Operation Wallacea to conserve the reefs, because local people are not able to manage by themselves because of lack of information.  But students of Op Wall have more knowledge of conservation
