Do you know if fish bombing is still prevalent in the area?

A: To my knowledge they were not using dynamite in the areas anymore

(My articles although may be outdated made it seem to be a huge problem at the park that outsiders from areas such as Singapore, Phillipinnes and Taiwan came to the Wakatobi to exploit the resources)

I also would like to ask her more details on her cultural perspective of the island, as she seems to look at the Kaledupan’s as hunters and gatherers, still following their ancestry and acting in a nomadic style.  Although by no means are most of them hunters and gatherers, many are farmers, work in markets, work in the government and so on.  They also hold a lot of culture to them.  I may ask her if she’s even been to Kaledupa.
