is evident that Operation Wallacea’s presence has helped the reefs through conservation methods such as ‘no fishing zones’ and raising awareness about the damaging effects of fish bombing.  They have adopted the Kaledupan lifestyle in terms of water, energy and waste consumption and have made several attempts to act responsibly.  Although every tourist will leave a footprint and their presence is stressing the resources such as fish stock and water supply.  

Tourism is still a relatively new phenomenon in Kaledupa but once the management skills are developed within the society it should become a community led management approach to resources and activities.  If further development occurs it should aim to incorporate more villages in Kaledupa as well as the Bajo community


Operation Wallacea must inform not only local staff members but the whole community about the potential damage of the development of tourism.  This can be done through the FORKANI organization or their local radio station.  Education should include conservation management, sustainable tourism at a beach destination and the implications of short-term economic solutions.  As locals have not been exposed to tourism catastrophes in other cases of the world and would only see the short-term economical benefits of being involved.  This is particularly important because an airport is being built on Wangi a part of the Wakatobi National Park that is passed by on the ship journey and when that opens up there is a the potential that tourism could become huge.  Kaledupa is only a few hours away from where this airport is being built and tourist’s will be drawn to it’s remote location and pristine beaches.
