Systematic Data Analysis Process
1/ fimiliarization-what does the data look like, 

2/then organizing it with fine codes, or demographic variables

3/open codes

 4/Then identify categories and themes-moves it to a more abstract level

5/ refinement of coding

6/ presentation is it organized in a communicated fashion

Organizaing data into categories
-recurring ideas themes perspectives descriptions practices that emerge from the data

-categories:

-identifiying categories is the most intellectual and challenging phase of data analysis

-where they can make the claims as social scientists

How to organize codes into categories:

-there are many different ways to organize codes into categories

-you may have a priori categories

-in our case, we will follow an inductive approach (if it does, how do we collect this into meaningful categories

-we will use our research questions as guides for this process
