Risk Management Process (Brown 1995)

1. Risk identification (hazard assessment)

2. Risk evaluation (frequency, severity)

3. Risk adjustment or control ( retain, reduce, transfer, avoid)

4. Risk management plan ( choices)

5. Plan evaluation and update ( monitoring)
